Structured rule for H.R. 6276.
Waives all points of order against consideration of the bill.

Provides one hour of general debate equally divided and controlled by the
chair and ranking minority member of the Committee on Transportation and
Infrastructure or their respective designees.

Provides that the amendment in the nature of a substitute recommended by
the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure now printed in the bill
shall be considered as adopted, and the bill, as amended, shall be considered
as read.

Waives all points of order against provisions in the bill, as amended.

Makes in order only those amendments printed in the Rules Committee
report. Each amendment shall be considered only in the order printed in the
report, may be offered only by a Member designated in the report, shall be
considered as read, shall be debatable for the time specified in the report
equally divided and controlled by the proponent and an opponent, shall not
be subject to amendment, and shall not be subject to a demand for division of
the question.

Waives all points of order against the amendments printed in the report.
Provides one motion to recommit.
Closed rule for H. Res. 1065.

Provides that upon adoption of this resolution it shall be in order without
intervention of any point of order to consider H. Res. 1065.

Provides that the resolution shall be considered as read.

Provides one hour of general debate equally divided and controlled by the



chair and ranking minority member of the Committee on the Judiciary or their
respective designees.

RESOLUTION

Resolved, That at any time after adoption of this resolution the Speaker may,
pursuant to clause 2(b) of rule XVIII, declare the House resolved into the Committee
of the Whole House on the state of the Union for consideration of the bill (H.R.
6276) to direct the Administrator of General Services and the Director of the Office
of Management and Budget to identify the utilization rate of certain public
buildings and federally-leased space, and for other purposes. The first reading of
the bill shall be dispensed with. All points of order against consideration of the bill
are waived. General debate shall be confined to the bill and shall not exceed one
hour equally divided and controlled by the chair and ranking minority member of
the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure or their respective designees.
After general debate the bill shall be considered for amendment under the five-
minute rule. The amendment in the nature of a substitute recommended by the
Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure now printed in the bill shall
be considered as adopted in the House and in the Committee of the Whole. The bill,
as amended, shall be considered as read. All points of order against provisions in
the bill, as amended, are waived. No further amendment to the bill, as amended,
shall be in order except those printed in the report of the Committee on Rules
accompanying this resolution. Each such further amendment may be offered only in
the order printed in the report, may be offered only by a Member designated in the
report, shall be considered as read, shall be debatable for the time specified in the
report equally divided and controlled by the proponent and an opponent, shall not
be subject to amendment, and shall not be subject to a demand for division of the
question in the House or in the Committee of the Whole. All points of order against
such further amendments are waived. At the conclusion of consideration of the bill
for amendment the Committee shall rise and report the bill, as amended, to the
House with such further amendments as may have been adopted. The previous
question shall be considered as ordered on the bill, as amended, and on any further
amendment thereto to final passage without intervening motion except one motion
to recommit.

Sec. 2. Upon adoption of this resolution it shall be in order without
intervention of any point of order to consider in the House the resolution (H. Res.



1065) denouncing the Biden administration’s immigration policies. The resolution
shall be considered as read. The previous question shall be considered as ordered
on the resolution and preamble to adoption without intervening motion or demand
for division of the question except one hour of debate equally divided and
controlled by the chair and ranking minority member of the Committee on the
Judiciary or their respective designees.

SUMMARY OF AMENDMENTS TO H.R. 6276 PROPOSED TO BE MADE IN
ORDER

1. Edwards #15 (LATE) Requires certain data collection and reporting (10 minutes)
(NC), on space utilization, occupancy, and availability of office
Gluesenkamp space leased by an Executive agency. Requires written

Perez (WA) procedures in place governing the return of office space

if the occupancy falls below a 60 percent space
utilization rate.

2. Perry (PA), #4 Redefines occupancy to include the total number of (10 minutes)
Auchincloss employees actually performing duties in person in a
(MA) public building or federally-leased space 40 hours per

week. Adds personally identifiable information
protections to the bill.

3. Hageman #8 (REVISED) Requires the federal agencies to reportto (10 minutes)

(WY) Congress on whether occupancy and utilization rates are

affected by an agency's remote work and telework

policies.
4. Hageman #9 Includes P1V badge swipe data as a tool for measuring (10 minutes)
(WY) the utilization of public buildings and federally leased

spaces.
5. #1 (REVISED) Requires the reports on the usage of real (10 minutes)
McCormick property described in Section 4 of the bill to be made
(GA) public on an accessible website run by the General

Services Administration (GSA) with exceptions for
national security.
6. Mills (FL)  #11 (LATE) (REVISED) Requires the GAO to report on the (10 minutes)

cost of conducting the survey and monitoring every
federal building’s occupancy for a year (including, per



the bill, installing sensors in every office of every federal
building nationwide). Excludes any preexisting systems
or monitors in place before the date of enactment of this
Act.

7. Rose (TN) #5 Requires federal agencies to report public buildings or (10 minutes)
federally-leased spaces with a capacity of 500 or more
employees and a utilization rate below 20 percent to their
inspector general for investigation.
