main available until expended, of which not less than 4

$287,800,000 shall be for the Fulbright Program: Pro-5

vided, That fees or other payments received from, or in 6

connection with, English teaching, educational advising 7

and counseling programs, and exchange visitor programs 8

as authorized may be credited to this account, to remain 9

available until expended: Provided further, That any sub-10

stantive modifications from the prior fiscal year to pro-11

grams funded under this heading in this Act shall be sub-12

ject to prior consultation with, and the regular notification 13

procedures of, the Committees on Appropriations. 14

REPRESENTATION EXPENSES 15

For representation expenses as authorized, 16

$7,415,000. 17

PROTECTION OF FOREIGN MISSIONS AND OFFICIALS 18

For necessary expenses, not otherwise provided, to 19

enable the Secretary of State to provide for extraordinary 20

protective services, as authorized, $30,890,000, to remain 21

available until September 30, 2026. 22

EMBASSY SECURITY, CONSTRUCTION, AND MAINTENANCE 23

For necessary expenses for carrying out the Foreign 24

Service Buildings Act of 1926 (22 U.S.C. 292 et seq.), 25
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preserving, maintaining, repairing, and planning for real 1

property that are owned or leased by the Department of 2

State, and renovating, in addition to funds otherwise avail-3

able, the Harry S Truman Building, $945,210,000, to re-4

main available until September 30, 2029, of which not to 5

exceed $25,000 may be used for overseas representation 6

expenses as authorized: Provided, That none of the funds 7

appropriated in this paragraph shall be available for acqui-8

sition of furniture, furnishings, or generators for other de-9

partments and agencies of the United States Government. 10

In addition, for the costs of worldwide security up-11

grades, acquisition, and construction as authorized, 12

$1,012,611,000, to remain available until expended. 13

For necessary expenses to enable the Secretary of 16

State to meet unforeseen emergencies arising in the Diplo-17

matic and Consular Service, as authorized, $8,885,000, to 18

remain available until expended, of which not to exceed 19

$1,000,000 may be transferred to, and merged with, funds 20

appropriated by this Act under the heading ‘‘Repatriation 21

Loans Program Account’’. 22

REPATRIATION LOANS PROGRAM ACCOUNT 23

For the cost of direct loans, $1,800,000, as author-24

ized: Provided, That such costs, including the cost of modi-25

vided, That the Secretary of State shall, at the time of 8

the submission of the President’s budget to Congress 9

under section 1105(a) of title 31, United States Code, 10

transmit to the Committees on Appropriations the most 11

recent biennial budget prepared by the United Nations for 12

the operations of the United Nations: Provided further, 13

That the Secretary of State shall notify the Committees 14

on Appropriations at least 15 days in advance (or in an 15

emergency, as far in advance as is practicable) of any 16

United Nations action to increase funding for any United 17

Nations program without identifying an offsetting de-18

crease elsewhere in the United Nations budget: Provided 19

further, That any payment of arrearages under this head-20

ing shall be directed to activities that are mutually agreed 21

upon by the United States and the respective international 22

organization and shall be subject to the regular notifica-23

tion procedures of the Committees on Appropriations: Pro-24

vided further, That none of the funds appropriated under 25

States share of interest costs made known to the United 3

States Government by such organization for loans in-4

curred on or after October 1, 1984, through external bor-5

rowings. 6

CONTRIBUTIONS FOR INTERNATIONAL PEACEKEEPING 7

ACTIVITIES 8

For necessary expenses to pay assessed and other ex-9

penses of international peacekeeping activities directed to 10

the maintenance or restoration of international peace and 11

security, $1,068,900,000, of which $534,450,000 may re-12

main available until September 30, 2026: Provided, That 13

none of the funds made available by this Act shall be obli-14

gated or expended for any new or expanded United Na-15

tions peacekeeping mission unless, at least 15 days in ad-16

vance of voting for such mission in the United Nations 17

Security Council (or in an emergency as far in advance 18

as is practicable), the Committees on Appropriations are 19

notified of: (1) the estimated cost and duration of the mis-20

sion, the objectives of the mission, the national interest 21

that will be served, and the exit strategy; and (2) the 22

sources of funds, including any reprogrammings or trans-23

fers, that will be used to pay the cost of the new or ex-24

panded mission, and the estimated cost in future fiscal 25
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years: Provided further, That none of the funds appro-1

priated under this heading may be made available for obli-2

gation unless the Secretary of State certifies and reports 3

to the Committees on Appropriations on a peacekeeping 4

mission-by-mission basis that the United Nations is imple-5

menting effective policies and procedures to prevent 6

United Nations employees, contractor personnel, and 7

peacekeeping troops serving in such mission from traf-8

ficking in persons, exploiting victims of trafficking, or 9

committing acts of sexual exploitation and abuse or other 10

violations of human rights, and to hold accountable indi-11

viduals who engage in such acts while participating in 12

such mission, including prosecution in their home coun-13

tries and making information about such prosecutions 14

publicly available on the website of the United Nations: 15

Provided further, That the Secretary of State shall work 16

with the United Nations and foreign governments contrib-17

uting peacekeeping troops to implement effective vetting 18

procedures to ensure that such troops have not violated 19

human rights: Provided further, That funds shall be avail-20

able for peacekeeping expenses unless the Secretary of 21

State determines that United States manufacturers and 22

suppliers are not being given opportunities to provide 23

equipment, services, and material for United Nations 24

peacekeeping activities equal to those being given to for-25

eign manufacturers and suppliers: Provided further, That 1

none of the funds appropriated or otherwise made avail-2

able under this heading may be used for any United Na-3

tions peacekeeping mission that will involve United States 4

Armed Forces under the command or operational control 5

of a foreign national, unless the President’s military advi-6

sors have submitted to the President a recommendation 7

that such involvement is in the national interest of the 8

United States and the President has submitted to Con-9

gress such a recommendation: Provided further, That any 10

payment of arrearages with funds appropriated by this Act 11

shall be subject to the regular notification procedures of 12

the Committees on Appropriations: Provided further, That 13

the Secretary of State shall work with the United Nations 14

and members of the United Nations Security Council to 15

evaluate and prioritize peacekeeping missions, and to con-16

sider a draw down when mission goals have been substan-17

tially achieved. 18

and merged with, funds appropriated under the heading 20

‘‘Salaries and Expenses’’ to carry out the purposes of the 21

United States Section, which shall be subject to prior con-22

sultation with, and the regular notification procedures of, 23

the Committees on Appropriations: Provided further, That 24

such transfer authority is in addition to any other transfer 1

authority provided in this Act. 2

AMERICAN SECTIONS, INTERNATIONAL COMMISSIONS 3

For necessary expenses, not otherwise provided, for 4

the International Joint Commission and the International 5

Boundary Commission, United States and Canada, as au-6

thorized by treaties between the United States and Can-7

ada or Great Britain, and for grant programs of the North 8

American Development Bank, including technical assist-9

ance grants and the Community Assistance Program, 10

$17,300,000: Provided, That of the amount provided 11

under this heading for the International Joint Commis-12

sion, up to $1,250,000 may remain available until Sep-13

tember 30, 2026, and up to $9,000 may be made available 14

for representation expenses: Provided further, That of the 15

amount provided under this heading for the International 16

Boundary Commission, up to $1,000 may be made avail-17

able for representation expenses. 18

INTERNATIONAL FISHERIES COMMISSIONS 19

For necessary expenses for international fisheries 20

commissions, not otherwise provided for, as authorized by 21

law, $65,719,000: Provided, That the United States share 22

of such expenses may be advanced to the respective com-23

missions pursuant to section 3324 of title 31, United 24

States Code. 25

For necessary expenses to enable the United States 4

make and supervise grants for radio, Internet, and tele-7

vision broadcasting to the Middle East, $798,196,000, of 8

which $39,910,000 may remain available until September 9

30, 2026: Provided, That of the funds appropriated under 10

this heading, not less than $35,000,000 shall be made 11

available for the Office of Cuba Broadcasting (OCB): Pro-12

vided further, That funds made available pursuant to the 13

previous proviso shall be made available for medium- and 14

short-wave broadcasting at not less than the fiscal year 15

2024 level and in a manner able to reach all provinces 16

in Cuba with daily programming: Provided further, That 17

in addition to amounts otherwise available for such pur-18

poses, up to $75,708,000 of the amount appropriated 19

under this heading may remain available until expended 20

for satellite transmissions, global network distribution, 21

works, not less than $5,000,000 shall be made available 7

for programming produced about Cuba by OCB, which are 8

in addition to funds otherwise made available for OCB: 9

Provided further, That of the total amount appropriated 10

under this heading, not to exceed $35,000 may be used 11

for representation expenses, of which $10,000 may be 12

used for such expenses within the United States as author-13

ized, and not to exceed $30,000 may be used for represen-14

tation expenses of Radio Free Europe/Radio Liberty: Pro-15

vided further, That funds appropriated under this heading 16

shall be made available in accordance with the principles 17

and standards set forth in section 303(a) and (b) of the 18

United States International Broadcasting Act of 1994 (22 19

U.S.C. 6202) and section 305(b) of such Act (22 U.S.C. 20

6204): Provided further, That the USAGM Chief Execu-21

tive Officer shall notify the Committees on Appropriations 22

within 15 days of any determination by the USAGM that 23

any of its broadcast entities, including its grantee organi-24

zations, provides an open platform for international ter-25
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rorists or those who support international terrorism, or 1

is in violation of the principles and standards set forth 2

in section 303(a) and (b) of such Act or the entity’s jour-3

nalistic code of ethics: Provided further, That in addition 4

to funds made available under this heading, and notwith-5

standing any other provision of law, up to $5,000,000 in 6

receipts from advertising and revenue from business ven-7

tures, up to $500,000 in receipts from cooperating inter-8

national organizations, and up to $1,000,000 in receipts 9

from privatization efforts of the Voice of America and the 10

International Broadcasting Bureau, shall remain available 11

until expended for carrying out authorized purposes: Pro-12

vided further, That significant modifications to USAGM 13

broadcast hours previously justified to Congress, including 14

changes to transmission platforms (shortwave, medium 15

wave, satellite, Internet, and television), for all USAGM 16

language services shall be subject to the regular notifica-17

tion procedures of the Committees on Appropriations.

(1) DEPARTMENT OF STATE.— 25
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(A) IN GENERAL.—Not to exceed 5 percent 1

of any appropriation made available for the cur-2

rent fiscal year for the Department of State 3

under title I of this Act may be transferred be-4

tween, and merged with, such appropriations, 5

but no such appropriation, except as otherwise 6

specifically provided, shall be increased by more 7

than 10 percent by any such transfers, and no 8

such transfer may be made to increase the ap-9

propriation under the heading ‘‘Representation 10

Expenses’’. 11

(B) EMBASSY SECURITY.—Funds appro-12

priated under the headings ‘‘Diplomatic Pro-13

grams’’, including for Worldwide Security Pro-14

tection, ‘‘Embassy Security, Construction, and 15

Maintenance’’, and ‘‘Emergencies in the Diplo-16

matic and Consular Service’’ in this Act may be 17

transferred to, and merged with, funds appro-18

priated under such headings if the Secretary of 19

emergency evacuations, or to prevent or re-24

spond to security situations and requirements, 25
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subject to the regular notification procedures of 1

such Committees. 2

(C) EMERGENCIES IN THE DIPLOMATIC 3

AND CONSULAR SERVICE.—Of the amount made 4

available under the heading ‘‘Diplomatic Pro-5

grams’’ for Worldwide Security Protection, not 6

to exceed $50,000,000 may be transferred to, 7

and merged with, funds made available by this 8

Act under the heading ‘‘Emergencies in the 9

Diplomatic and Consular Service’’, to be avail-10

able only for emergency evacuations and re-11

wards, as authorized. 12

(D) CAPITAL INVESTMENT FUND.—Of the 13

amount made available under the heading, 14

1961, and section 1434(j) of the BUILD Act of 11

2018 (division F of Public Law 115–254). 12

(3) NOTIFICATION.—Any agreement entered 13

into by the United States Agency for International 14

Development or the Department of State with any 15

department, agency, or instrumentality of the United 16

States Government pursuant to section 632(b) of the 17

Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 valued in excess of 18

$1,000,000 and any agreement made pursuant to 19

section 632(a) of such Act, with funds appropriated 20

by this Act or prior Acts making appropriations for 21

the Department of State, foreign operations, and re-22

lated programs under the headings ‘‘Global Health 23

Programs’’, ‘‘Development Assistance’’, ‘‘Economic 24

Support Fund’’, and ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eur-25
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asia and Central Asia’’ shall be subject to the reg-1

ular notification procedures of the Committees on 2

Appropriations: Provided, That the requirement in 3

the previous sentence shall not apply to agreements 4

entered into between USAID and the Department of 5

State. 6

(c) UNITED STATES INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENT 7

FINANCE CORPORATION.— 8

(1) TRANSFERS.—Amounts transferred pursu-9

ant to section 1434(j) of the BUILD Act of 2018 10

transferred from funds made available under title III 12

shall ensure that the programs funded by such 23

transfers are coordinated with, and complement, for-24

That such funds shall not be available for adminis-24

trative expenses of the United States International 25
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Development Finance Corporation: Provided further, 1

That such authority shall be subject to prior con-2

sultation with, and the regular notification proce-3

dures of, the Committees on Appropriations: Pro-4

vided further, That the transfer authority provided 5

in this section is in addition to any other transfer 6

authority provided by law: Provided further, That 7

within 60 days of the termination in whole or in part 8

of the Compact from which funds were transferred 9

under this authority to the United States Inter-10

national Development Finance Corporation, any un-11

obligated balances shall be transferred back to the 12

Millennium Challenge Corporation, subject to the 13

regular notification procedures of the Committees on 14

Appropriations. 15

(d) TRANSFER OF FUNDS BETWEEN ACCOUNTS.— 16

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(e) AUDIT OF INTER-AGENCY TRANSFERS OF 1

funds appropriated by this Act or prior Acts making ap-3

propriations for the Department of State, foreign oper-4

ations, and related programs entered into between the De-5

partment of State or USAID and another agency of the 6

United States Government under the authority of section 7

632(a) of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, or any com-8

parable provision of law, shall expressly provide that the 9

Inspector General (IG) for the agency receiving the trans-10

fer or allocation of such funds, or other entity with audit 11

responsibility if the receiving agency does not have an IG, 12

shall perform periodic program and financial audits of the 13

use of such funds and report to the Department of State 14

(b) COMPUTER NETWORKS.—None of the funds 3

made available by this Act for the operating expenses of 4

any United States Government department or agency may 5

be used to establish or maintain a computer network for 6

use by such department or agency unless such network 7

has filters designed to block access to sexually explicit 8

websites: Provided, That nothing in this subsection shall 9

limit the use of funds necessary for any Federal, State, 10

Tribal, or local law enforcement agency, or any other enti-11

ty carrying out the following activities: criminal investiga-12

tions, prosecutions, and adjudications; administrative dis-13

cipline; and the monitoring of such websites undertaken 14

as part of official business. 15

(c) PROHIBITION ON PROMOTION OF TOBACCO.— 16

None of the funds made available by this Act should be 17

available to promote the sale or export of tobacco or to-18

bacco products (including electronic nicotine delivery sys-19

tems), or to seek the reduction or removal by any foreign 20

country of restrictions on the marketing of tobacco or to-21

bacco products (including electronic nicotine delivery sys-22

tems), except for restrictions which are not applied equally 23

to all tobacco or tobacco products (including electronic nic-24

otine delivery systems) of the same type. 25
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(d) EMAIL SERVERS OUTSIDE THE .GOV DOMAIN.— 1

None of the funds appropriated by this Act under the 2

headings ‘‘Diplomatic Programs’’ and ‘‘Capital Invest-3

ment Fund’’ in title I, and ‘‘Operating Expenses’’ and 4

‘‘Capital Investment Fund’’ in title II that are made avail-5

able to the Department of State and the United States 6

Agency for International Development may be made avail-7

able to support the use or establishment of email accounts 8

or email servers created outside the .gov domain or not 9

fitted for automated records management as part of a 10

Federal government records management program in con-11

travention of the Presidential and Federal Records Act 12

Amendments of 2014 (Public Law 113–187). 13

(e) REPRESENTATION AND ENTERTAINMENT EX-14

PENSES.—Each Federal department, agency, or entity 15

funded in titles I or II of this Act, and the Department 16

of the Treasury and independent agencies funded in titles 17

III or VI of this Act, shall take steps to ensure that do-18

mestic and overseas representation and entertainment ex-19

penses further official agency business and United States 20

foreign policy interests, and— 21

(1) are primarily for fostering relations outside 22

of the Executive Branch; 23

(2) are principally for meals and events of a 24

protocol nature; 25
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(3) are not for employee-only events; and 1

(4) do not include activities that are substan-2

tially of a recreational character. 3

(f) LIMITATIONS ON ENTERTAINMENT EXPENSES.— 4

None of the funds appropriated or otherwise made avail-5

able by this Act under the headings ‘‘International Mili-6

tary Education and Training’’ or ‘‘Foreign Military Fi-7

nancing Program’’ for Informational Program activities or 8

under the headings ‘‘Global Health Programs’’, ‘‘Develop-9

ment Assistance’’, ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, and ‘‘As-10

sistance for Europe, Eurasia and Central Asia’’ may be 11

obligated or expended to pay for— 12

(1) alcoholic beverages; or 13

(2) entertainment expenses for activities that 14

are substantially of a recreational character, includ-15

ing entrance fees at sporting events, theatrical and 16

musical productions, and amusement parks. 17

ASSISTANCE EFFECTIVENESS AND TRANSPARENCY 18

SEC. 7011. (a) STRATEGY.— 19

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 180 days 20

after the date of enactment of this Act, the Sec-21

retary of State and the Administrator of the United 22

States Agency for International Development shall 23

develop and submit to the appropriate congressional 24
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committees a multi-year strategy to improve the ef-1

fectiveness of United States foreign assistance.

(3) CONCURRENT RECOMMENDATIONS.—The 16

Secretary and Administrator shall— 17

(A) convene a panel of experts and practi-18

tioners to make recommendations for the strat-19

egy required by this subsection; and 20

(B) include all such recommendations in 21

an appendix to the strategy whether or not they 22

were incorporated into the strategy. 23

(4) CONSULTATION.—Not later than 45 days 24

after the date of enactment of this Act, the Sec-25
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retary and Administrator shall consult with the 1

Committees on Appropriations on the requirements 2

of this subsection. 3

(b) BENEFICIARY FEEDBACK.—Funds appropriated 4

by this Act that are made available for monitoring and 5

evaluation of assistance under the headings ‘‘Development 6

Assistance’’, ‘‘International Disaster Assistance’’, and 7

‘‘Migration and Refugee Assistance’’ shall be made avail-8

able for the regular and systematic collection of feedback 9

obtained directly from beneficiaries to enhance the quality 10

and relevance of such assistance: Provided, That the Sec-11

retary of State and USAID Administrator shall regularly 12

conduct oversight to ensure that such feedback is collected 13

and used by implementing partners to maximize the cost- 14

effectiveness and utility of such assistance. 15

(c) EVALUATIONS.—Of the funds appropriated by 16

this Act under titles III and IV, not less than 17

$25,000,000, to remain available until expended, shall be 18

made available for impact evaluations, including ex-post 19

evaluations, of the effectiveness and sustainability of 20

United States Government-funded assistance programs: 21

Provided, That of the funds made available pursuant to 22

this paragraph, $20,000,000 shall be administered in co-23

ordination with the Office of the Chief Economist, 24

USAID, and may be used for administrative expenses of 25
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such Office: Provided further, That funds made available 1

pursuant to this paragraph are in addition to funds other-2

wise made available for such purposes. 3

(d) NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENT.—An obligation in 4

excess of $2,000,000 from deobligated balances of funds 5

appropriated by prior Acts making appropriations for the 6

Department of State, foreign operations, and related pro-7

grams that remain available due to the exercise of the au-8

thority in section 7011 of such Acts shall be subject to 9

the regular notification procedures of the Committees on 10

Appropriations. 11

(e) FOREIGN ASSISTANCE WEBSITE.—Funds appro-12

priated by this Act under titles I and II, and funds made 13

available for any independent agency in title III, as appro-14

priate, shall be made available to support the provision 15

of additional information on United States Government 16

foreign assistance on the ‘‘ForeignAssistance.gov’’ 17

website: Provided, That all Federal agencies funded under 18

this Act shall provide such information on foreign assist-19

ance, upon request and in a timely manner, to the Depart-20

ment of State and the United States Agency for Inter-21

national Development. 22

LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE TO COUNTRIES IN DEFAULT 23

SEC. 7012. No part of any appropriation provided 24

under titles III through VI in this Act shall be used to 25
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furnish assistance to the government of any country which 1

is in default during a period in excess of 1 calendar year 2

in payment to the United States of principal or interest 3

on any loan made to the government of such country by 4

the United States pursuant to a program for which funds 5

are appropriated under this Act unless the President de-6

termines, following consultation with the Committees on 7

Appropriations, that assistance for such country is in the 8

national interest of the United States. 9

PROHIBITION ON TAXATION OF UNITED STATES 10

ASSISTANCE 11

SEC. 7013. (a) PROHIBITION ON TAXATION.—None 12

of the funds appropriated under titles III through VI of 13

this Act may be made available to provide assistance for 14

a foreign country under a new bilateral agreement gov-15

erning the terms and conditions under which such assist-16

ance is to be provided unless such agreement includes a 17

provision stating that assistance provided by the United 18

States shall be exempt from taxation, or reimbursed, by 19

the foreign government, and the Secretary of State and 20

the Administrator of the United States Agency for Inter-21

national Development shall expeditiously seek to negotiate 22

amendments to existing bilateral agreements, as nec-23

essary, to conform with this requirement. 24
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(b) NOTIFICATION AND REIMBURSEMENT OF FOR-1

EIGN TAXES.—An amount equivalent to 200 percent of 2

the total taxes assessed during fiscal year 2025 on funds 3

appropriated by this Act and prior Acts making appropria-4

tions for the Department of State, foreign operations, and 5

related programs by a foreign government or entity 6

against United States assistance programs, either directly 7

or through grantees, contractors, and subcontractors, shall 8

be withheld from obligation from funds appropriated for 9

assistance for fiscal year 2026 and for prior fiscal years 10

and allocated for the central government of such country 11

or for the West Bank and Gaza program, as applicable, 12

if, not later than September 30, 2026, such taxes have 13

not been reimbursed. 14

(c) DE MINIMIS EXCEPTION.—Foreign taxes of a de 15

minimis nature shall not be subject to the provisions of 16

subsection (b). 17

(d) REPROGRAMMING OF FUNDS.—Funds withheld 18

from obligation for each foreign government or entity pur-19

suant to subsection (b) shall be reprogrammed for assist-20

ance for countries which do not assess taxes on United 21

States assistance or which have an effective arrangement 22

that is providing substantial reimbursement of such taxes, 23

and that can reasonably accommodate such assistance in 24

a programmatically responsible manner. 25
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(e) DETERMINATIONS.— 1

(1) IN GENERAL.—The provisions of this sec-2

tion shall not apply to any foreign government or en-3

tity that assesses such taxes if the Secretary of 4

State reports to the Committees on Appropriations 5

that— 6

(A) such foreign government or entity has 7

an effective arrangement that is providing sub-8

stantial reimbursement of such taxes; or 9

(B) the foreign policy interests of the 10

United States outweigh the purpose of this sec-11

tion to ensure that United States assistance is 12

not subject to taxation. 13

(2) CONSULTATION.—The Secretary of State 14

shall consult with the Committees on Appropriations 15

at least 15 days prior to exercising the authority of 16

this subsection with regard to any foreign govern-17

ment or entity. 18

(f) IMPLEMENTATION.—The Secretary of State shall 19

issue and update rules, regulations, or policy guidance, as 20

appropriate, to implement the prohibition against the tax-21

ation of assistance contained in this section. 22

(g) DEFINITIONS.—As used in this section: 23

(1) BILATERAL AGREEMENT.—The term ‘‘bilat-24

eral agreement’’ refers to a framework bilateral 25
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agreement between the Government of the United 1

States and the government of the country receiving 2

assistance that describes the privileges and immuni-3

ties applicable to United States foreign assistance 4

for such country generally, or an individual agree-5

ment between the Government of the United States 6

and such government that describes, among other 7

things, the treatment for tax purposes that will be 8

accorded the United States assistance provided 9

under that agreement. 10

(2) TAXES AND TAXATION.—The term ‘‘taxes 11

and taxation’’ shall include value added taxes and 12

customs duties but shall not include individual in-13

come taxes assessed to local staff. 14

RESERVATIONS OF FUNDS 15

SEC. 7014. (a) EXTENSION OF AVAILABILITY.—The 16

original period of availability of funds appropriated by this 17

Act and administered by the Department of State or the 18

United States Agency for International Development that 19

are specifically designated for particular programs or ac-20

tivities by this or any other Act may be extended for an 21

additional fiscal year if the Secretary of State or the 22

USAID Administrator, as appropriate, determines and re-23

ports promptly to the Committees on Appropriations that 24

the termination of assistance to a country or a significant 25
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change in circumstances makes it unlikely that such des-1

ignated funds can be obligated during the original period 2

of availability: Provided, That such designated funds that 3

continue to be available for an additional fiscal year shall 4

be obligated only for the purpose of such designation. 5

(b) OTHER ACTS.—Ceilings and specifically des-6

ignated funding levels contained in this Act shall not be 7

applicable to funds or authorities appropriated or other-8

wise made available by any subsequent Act unless such 9

Act specifically so directs: Provided, That specifically des-10

ignated funding levels or minimum funding requirements 11

contained in any other Act shall not be applicable to funds 12

appropriated by this Act. 13

NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS 14

SEC. 7015. (a) NOTIFICATION OF CHANGES IN PRO-15

GRAMS, PROJECTS, AND ACTIVITIES.—None of the funds 16

made available in titles I, II, and VI, and under the head-17

ings ‘‘Peace Corps’’ and ‘‘Millennium Challenge Corpora-18

tion’’, of this Act or prior Acts making appropriations for 19

the Department of State, foreign operations, and related 20

programs to the departments and agencies funded by this 21

Act that remain available for obligation in fiscal year 22

2025, or provided from any accounts in the Treasury of 23

the United States derived by the collection of fees or of 24

currency reflows or other offsetting collections, or made 25
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available by transfer, to the departments and agencies 1

funded by this Act, shall be available for obligation to— 2

(1) create new programs; 3

(2) suspend or eliminate a program, project, or 4

activity; 5

(3) close, suspend, open, or reopen a mission or 6

post; 7

(4) create, close, reorganize, downsize, or re-8

name bureaus, centers, or offices; or 9

(5) contract out or privatize any functions or 10

activities presently performed by Federal employees; 11

unless previously justified to the Committees on Appro-12

priations or such Committees are notified 15 days in ad-13

vance of such obligation. 14

(b) NOTIFICATION OF REPROGRAMMING OF 15

FUNDS.—None of the funds provided under titles I, II, 16

and VI of this Act or prior Acts making appropriations 17

for the Department of State, foreign operations, and re-18

lated programs, to the departments and agencies funded 19

under such titles that remain available for obligation in 20

fiscal year 2025, or provided from any accounts in the 21

Treasury of the United States derived by the collection 22

of fees available to the department and agency funded 23

under title I of this Act, shall be available for obligation 24

or expenditure for programs, projects, or activities 25
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through a reprogramming of funds in excess of 1

$1,000,000 or 10 percent, whichever is less, that— 2

(1) augments or changes existing programs, 3

projects, or activities; 4

(2) relocates an existing office or employees; 5

(3) reduces by 10 percent funding for any exist-6

ing program, project, or activity, or numbers of per-7

sonnel by 10 percent as approved by Congress; or 8

(4) results from any general savings, including 9

savings from a reduction in personnel, which would 10

result in a change in existing programs, projects, or 11

activities as approved by Congress; 12

unless the Committees on Appropriations are notified 15 13

days in advance of such reprogramming of funds. 14

(c) NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENT.—None of the 15

(d) DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE PROGRAMS AND 4

(2) FUNDING.—Notwithstanding any other pro-20

vision of law, funds transferred by the Department 21

of Defense to the Department of State and the 22

for assistance for foreign countries and international 24

organizations shall be subject to the regular notifica-25
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tion procedures of the Committees on Appropria-1

tions. 2

(3) NOTIFICATION ON EXCESS DEFENSE ARTI-3

CLES.—Prior to providing excess Department of De-4

fense articles in accordance with section 516(a) of 5

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, the Department 6

of Defense shall notify the Committees on Appro-7

priations to the same extent and under the same 8

conditions as other committees pursuant to sub-9

section (f) of that section: Provided, That before 10

issuing a letter of offer to sell excess defense articles 11

under the Arms Export Control Act, the Department 12

of Defense shall notify the Committees on Appro-13

and retrieving Federal records, including requests 10

made pursuant to section 552 of title 5, United 11

States Code (commonly known as the ‘‘Freedom of 12

Information Act’’); and 13

(5) strengthen cybersecurity measures to miti-14

gate vulnerabilities, including those resulting from 15

the use of personal email accounts or servers outside 16

the .gov domain, improve the process to identify and 17

remove inactive user accounts, update and enforce 18

guidance related to the control of national security 19

information, and implement the recommendations of 20

the applicable reports of the cognizant Office of In-21

spector General. 22

PROHIBITION ON FUNDING FOR ABORTIONS AND 6

INVOLUNTARY STERILIZATION 7

SEC. 7018. None of the funds made available to carry 8

out part I of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as 9

amended, may be used to pay for the performance of abor-10

tions as a method of family planning or to motivate or 11

coerce any person to practice abortions. None of the funds 12

made available to carry out part I of the Foreign Assist-13

ance Act of 1961, as amended, may be used to pay for 14

the performance of involuntary sterilization as a method 15

of family planning or to coerce or provide any financial 16

incentive to any person to undergo sterilizations. None of 17

the funds made available to carry out part I of the Foreign 18

Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, may be used to pay 19

for any biomedical research which relates in whole or in 20

part, to methods of, or the performance of, abortions or 21

involuntary sterilization as a means of family planning. 22

None of the funds made available to carry out part I of 23

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, may be 24

obligated or expended for any country or organization if 25
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the President certifies that the use of these funds by any 1

such country or organization would violate any of the 2

above provisions related to abortions and involuntary steri-3

lizations. 4

ALLOCATIONS AND REPORTS 5

SEC. 7019. (a) ALLOCATION TABLES.—Subject to 6

subsection (b), funds appropriated by this Act under titles 7

III through V shall be made available in the amounts spe-8

cifically designated in the respective tables included in the 9

report accompanying this Act: Provided, That such des-10

ignated amounts for foreign countries and international 11

organizations shall serve as the amounts for such coun-12

tries and international organizations transmitted to Con-13

gress in the report required by section 653(a) of the For-14

eign Assistance Act of 1961, and shall be made available 15

for such foreign countries and international organizations 16

notwithstanding the date of the transmission of such re-17

port.

SEC. 7021. (a) LETHAL MILITARY EQUIPMENT EX-15

PORTS.— 16

(1) PROHIBITION.—None of the funds appro-17

priated or otherwise made available under titles III 18

through VI of this Act may be made available to any 19

foreign government which provides lethal military 20

equipment to a country the government of which the 21

Secretary of State has determined supports inter-22

national terrorism for purposes of section 1754(c) of 23

the Export Reform Control Act of 2018 (50 U.S.C. 24

4813(c)): Provided, That the prohibition under this 25
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section with respect to a foreign government shall 1

terminate 12 months after that government ceases 2

to provide such military equipment: Provided further, 3

That this section applies with respect to lethal mili-4

tary equipment provided under a contract entered 5

into after October 1, 1997.

(2) DETERMINATION.—Assistance restricted by 7

paragraph (1) or any other similar provision of law, 8

may be furnished if the President determines that to 9

do so is important to the national interest of the 10

United States. 11

(3) REPORT.—Whenever the President makes a 12

determination pursuant to paragraph (2), the Presi-13

dent shall submit to the Committees on Appropria-14

tions a report with respect to the furnishing of such 15

assistance, including a detailed explanation of the 16

assistance to be provided, the estimated dollar 17

amount of such assistance, and an explanation of 18

how the assistance furthers the United States na-19

tional interest. 20

(b) BILATERAL ASSISTANCE.— 21

(1) LIMITATIONS.—Funds appropriated for bi-22

lateral assistance in titles III through VI of this Act 23

and funds appropriated under any such title in prior 24

Acts making appropriations for the Department of 25
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State, foreign operations, and related programs, 1

shall not be made available to any foreign govern-2

ment which the President determines— 3

(A) grants sanctuary from prosecution to 4

any individual or group which has committed 5

an act of international terrorism; 6

(B) otherwise supports international ter-7

rorism; or 8

(C) is controlled by an organization des-9

ignated as a terrorist organization under sec-10

tion 219 of the Immigration and Nationality 11

Act (8 U.S.C. 1189). 12

(2) WAIVER.—The President may waive the ap-13

plication of paragraph (1) to a government if the 14

President determines that national security or hu-15

manitarian reasons justify such waiver: Provided, 16

That the President shall publish each such waiver in 17

the Federal Register and, at least 15 days before the 18

waiver takes effect, shall notify the Committees on 19

Appropriations of the waiver (including the justifica-20

tion for the waiver) in accordance with the regular 21

notification procedures of the Committees on Appro-22

priations. 23
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AUTHORIZATION REQUIREMENTS 1

SEC. 7022. Funds appropriated by this Act, except 2

funds appropriated under the heading ‘‘Trade and Devel-3

opment Agency’’, may be obligated and expended notwith-4

standing section 10 of Public Law 91–672 (22 U.S.C. 5

2412), section 15 of the State Department Basic Authori-6

ties Act of 1956 (22 U.S.C. 2680), section 313 of the For-7

eign Relations Authorization Act, Fiscal Years 1994 and 8

DEFINITION OF PROGRAM, PROJECT, AND ACTIVITY 11

clude all appropriations and authorizations Acts funding 15

SEC. 7024. Unless expressly provided to the contrary, 11

provisions of this or any other Act, including provisions 12

contained in prior Acts authorizing or making appropria-13

tions for the Department of State, foreign operations, and 14

related programs, shall not be construed to prohibit activi-15

ties authorized by or conducted under the Peace Corps 16

Act, the Inter-American Foundation Act, or the African 17

Development Foundation Act: Provided, That prior to con-18

ducting activities in a country for which assistance is pro-19

hibited, the agency shall consult with the Committees on 20

Appropriations and report to such Committees within 15 21

days of taking such action. 22

COMMERCE, TRADE AND SURPLUS COMMODITIES 23

SEC. 7025. (a) WORLD MARKETS.—None of the 24

funds appropriated or made available pursuant to titles 25
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III through VI of this Act for direct assistance and none 1

of the funds otherwise made available to the Export-Im-2

port Bank and the United States International Develop-3

ment Finance Corporation shall be obligated or expended 4

to finance any loan, any assistance, or any other financial 5

commitments for establishing or expanding production of 6

any commodity for export by any country other than the 7

United States, if the commodity is likely to be in surplus 8

on world markets at the time the resulting productive ca-9

pacity is expected to become operative and if the assist-10

ance will cause substantial injury to United States pro-11

ducers of the same, similar, or competing commodity: Pro-12

vided, That such prohibition shall not apply to the Export- 13

Import Bank if in the judgment of its Board of Directors 14

the benefits to industry and employment in the United 15

States are likely to outweigh the injury to United States 16

producers of the same, similar, or competing commodity, 17

and the Chairman of the Board so notifies the Committees 18

on Appropriations: Provided further, That this subsection 19

to oppose any assistance by such institution, using funds 11

appropriated or otherwise made available by this Act, for 12

the production or extraction of any commodity or mineral 13

for export, if it is in surplus on world markets and if the 14

assistance will cause substantial injury to United States 15

producers of the same, similar, or competing commodity. 16

SEPARATE ACCOUNTS 17

SEC. 7026. (a) SEPARATE ACCOUNTS FOR LOCAL 18

CURRENCIES.— 19

(1) AGREEMENTS.—If assistance is furnished to 20

the government of a foreign country under chapters 21

1 and 10 of part I or chapter 4 of part II of the 22

Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 under agreements 23

which result in the generation of local currencies of 24
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that country, the Administrator of the United States 1

Agency for International Development shall— 2

(A) require that local currencies be depos-3

ited in a separate account established by that 4

government; 5

(B) enter into an agreement with that gov-6

ernment which sets forth— 7

(i) the amount of the local currencies 8

to be generated; and 9

(ii) the terms and conditions under 10

which the currencies so deposited may be 11

utilized, consistent with this section; and 12

(C) establish by agreement with that gov-13

ernment the responsibilities of USAID and that 14

government to monitor and account for deposits 15

into and disbursements from the separate ac-16

count. 17

(2) USES OF LOCAL CURRENCIES.—As may be 18

agreed upon with the foreign government, local cur-19

rencies deposited in a separate account pursuant to 20

subsection (a), or an equivalent amount of local cur-21

rencies, shall be used only— 22

(A) to carry out chapter 1 or 10 of part 23

I or chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assist-24
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ance Act of 1961 (as the case may be), for such 1

purposes as— 2

(i) project and sector assistance activi-3

ties; or 4

(ii) debt and deficit financing; or 5

(B) for the administrative requirements of 6

the United States Government. 7

(3) PROGRAMMING ACCOUNTABILITY.—USAID 8

shall take all necessary steps to ensure that the 9

equivalent of the local currencies disbursed pursuant 10

to subsection (a)(2)(A) from the separate account 11

established pursuant to subsection (a)(1) are used 12

for the purposes agreed upon pursuant to subsection 13

(a)(2). 14

(4) TERMINATION OF ASSISTANCE PRO-15

GRAMS.—Upon termination of assistance to a coun-16

try under chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of 17

part II of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (as 18

the case may be), any unencumbered balances of 19

funds which remain in a separate account estab-20

lished pursuant to subsection (a) shall be disposed of 21

for such purposes as may be agreed to by the gov-22

ernment of that country and the United States Gov-23

ernment. 24

(b) SEPARATE ACCOUNTS FOR CASH TRANSFERS.— 25
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(1) IN GENERAL.—If assistance is made avail-1

able to the government of a foreign country, under 2

chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of part II of 3

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as cash transfer 4

assistance or as nonproject sector assistance, that 5

country shall be required to maintain such funds in 6

a separate account and not commingle with any 7

other funds. 8

(2) APPLICABILITY OF OTHER PROVISIONS OF 9

LAW.—Such funds may be obligated and expended 10

notwithstanding provisions of law which are incon-11

sistent with the nature of this assistance, including 12

provisions which are referenced in the Joint Explan-13

atory Statement of the Committee of Conference ac-14

companying House Joint Resolution 648 (House Re-15

port No. 98–1159). 16

(3) NOTIFICATION.—At least 15 days prior to 17

obligating any such cash transfer or nonproject sec-18

tor assistance, the President shall submit a notifica-19

tion through the regular notification procedures of 20

the Committees on Appropriations, which shall in-21

clude a detailed description of how the funds pro-22

posed to be made available will be used, with a dis-23

cussion of the United States interests that will be 24

served by such assistance (including, as appropriate, 25
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a description of the economic policy reforms that will 1

be promoted by such assistance). 2

(4) EXEMPTION.—Nonproject sector assistance 3

funds may be exempt from the requirements of para-4

graph (1) only through the regular notification pro-5

cedures of the Committees on Appropriations. 6

ELIGIBILITY FOR ASSISTANCE 7

SEC. 7027. (a) ASSISTANCE THROUGH NONGOVERN-8

MENTAL ORGANIZATIONS.—Restrictions contained in this 9

or any other Act with respect to assistance for a country 10

shall not be construed to restrict assistance in support of 11

programs of nongovernmental organizations from funds 12

appropriated by this Act to carry out the provisions of 13

chapters 1, 10, 11, and 12 of part I and chapter 4 of 14

part II of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 and from 15

funds appropriated under the heading ‘‘Assistance for Eu-16

rope, Eurasia and Central Asia’’: Provided, That before 17

using the authority of this subsection to furnish assistance 18

in support of programs of nongovernmental organizations, 19

the President shall notify the Committees on Appropria-20

tions pursuant to the regular notification procedures, in-21

cluding a description of the program to be assisted, the 22

assistance to be provided, and the reasons for furnishing 23

such assistance: Provided further, That nothing in this 24

subsection shall be construed to alter any existing statu-25
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tory prohibitions against abortion or involuntary steriliza-1

tions contained in this or any other Act. 2

(b) PUBLIC LAW 480.—During fiscal year 2025, re-3

strictions contained in this or any other Act with respect 4

to assistance for a country shall not be construed to re-5

strict assistance under the Food for Peace Act (Public 6

Law 83–480; 7 U.S.C. 1721 et seq.): Provided, That none 7

of the funds appropriated to carry out title I of such Act 8

and made available pursuant to this subsection may be 9

obligated or expended except as provided through the reg-10

ular notification procedures of the Committees on Appro-11

priations. 12

(c) EXCEPTION.—This section shall not apply— 13

(1) with respect to section 620A of the Foreign 14

Assistance Act of 1961 or any comparable provision 15

of law prohibiting assistance to countries that sup-16

port international terrorism; or 17

(2) with respect to section 116 of the Foreign 18

Assistance Act of 1961 or any comparable provision 19

of law prohibiting assistance to the government of a 20

country that violates internationally recognized 21

human rights. 22

PROMOTION OF UNITED STATES ECONOMIC INTERESTS 23

SEC. 7028. (a) DIPLOMATIC ENGAGEMENT.—Con-24

sistent with section 704 of the Championing American 25
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Business Through Diplomacy Act of 2019 (title VII of di-1

vision J of Public Law 116–94), the Secretary of State, 2

in consultation with the Secretary of Commerce, shall 3

prioritize the allocation of funds appropriated by this Act 4

under the heading ‘‘Diplomatic Programs’’ for support of 5

Chief of Mission diplomatic engagement to foster commer-6

cial relations and safeguard United States economic and 7

business interests in the country in which each Chief of 8

Mission serves, including activities and initiatives to create 9

and maintain an enabling environment, promote and pro-10

tect such interests, and resolve commercial disputes: Pro-11

vided, That each Mission Resource Request and Bureau 12

Resource Request shall include amounts required to 13

prioritize the activities described in this subsection. 14

SEC. 7029. (a) COMPENSATION.—None of the funds 6

appropriated under title V of this Act may be made as 7

payment to any international financial institution while 8

the United States executive director to such institution is 9

compensated by the institution at a rate which, together 10

with whatever compensation such executive director re-11

ceives from the United States, is in excess of the rate pro-12

vided for an individual occupying a position at level IV 13

(b) HUMAN RIGHTS.—The Secretary of the Treasury 21

shall instruct the United States executive director of each 22

international financial institution to use the voice and vote 23

of the United States to promote human rights due dili-24

gence and risk management, as appropriate, in connection 25
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with any loan, grant, policy, or strategy of such institu-1

tion. 2

(c) FRAUD AND CORRUPTION.—The Secretary of the 3

Treasury shall instruct the United States executive direc-4

tor of each international financial institution to use the 5

voice of the United States to include in loan, grant, and 6

other financing agreements improvements in borrowing 7

countries’ financial management and judicial capacity to 8

investigate, prosecute, and punish fraud and corruption. 9

(d) BENEFICIAL OWNERSHIP INFORMATION.—The 10

Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct the United States 11

executive director of each international financial institu-12

tion to use the voice of the United States to encourage 13

such institution to collect, verify, and publish, to the max-14

imum extent practicable, beneficial ownership information 15

(excluding proprietary information) for any corporation or 16

limited liability company, other than a publicly listed com-17

pany, that receives funds from any such financial institu-18

tion. 19

(e) WHISTLEBLOWER PROTECTIONS.—The Secretary 20

of the Treasury shall instruct the United States executive 21

director of each international financial institution to use 22

the voice of the United States to encourage such institu-23

tion to effectively implement and enforce policies and pro-24

cedures which meet or exceed best practices in the United 25
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States for the protection of whistleblowers from retalia-1

tion, including— 2

(1) protection against retaliation for internal 3

and lawful public disclosure; 4

(2) legal burdens of proof; 5

(3) statutes of limitation for reporting retalia-6

tion; 7

(4) access to binding independent adjudicative 8

bodies, including shared cost and selection external 9

arbitration; and 10

(5) results that eliminate the effects of proven 11

retaliation, including provision for the restoration of 12

prior employment. 13

(f) GRIEVANCE MECHANISMS AND PROCEDURES.— 14

The Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct the United 15

stitution to use the voice of the United States to support 17

independent investigative and adjudicative mechanisms 18

and procedures that meet or exceed best practices in the 19

United States to provide due process and fair compensa-20

tion, including the right to reinstatement, for employees 21

who are subjected to harassment, discrimination, retalia-22

tion, false allegations, or other misconduct.

(g) CAPITAL INCREASES.—None of the funds appro-24

priated by this Act may be made available to support a 25
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new capital increase for an international financial institu-1

tion unless the President submits a budget request for 2

such increase to Congress and the Secretary of the Treas-3

ury concurrent with such request determines and reports 4

to the Committees on Appropriations that— 5

(1) the institution has completed a thorough 6

analysis of the development challenges facing the rel-7

evant geographical region, the role of the institution 8

in addressing such challenges and its role relative to 9

other financing partners, and the steps to be taken 10

to enhance the efficiency and effectiveness of the in-11

stitution; 12

(2) the capital increase does not increase the 13

voting power of the People’s Republic of China in 14

such institution; and 15

(3) the governors of such institution have ap-16

proved the capital increase. 17

(h) OPPOSITION TO LENDING TO THE PEOPLE’S RE-18

PUBLIC OF CHINA.—The Secretary of the Treasury shall 19

instruct the United States executive director at each mul-20

tilateral development bank to use the voice and vote of 21

the United States to oppose any loan, extension of finan-22

cial assistance, or technical assistance by such bank to the 23

People’s Republic of China. 24
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(i) CONTRIBUTIONS TO FINANCIAL INTERMEDIARY 1

FUNDS.—The Secretary of the Treasury shall ensure that 2

no United States contribution to a financial intermediary 3

fund overseen by the Department of the Treasury may be 4

used to provide any loan, extension of financial assistance, 5

or technical assistance to the People’s Republic of China 6

or to any country or region subject to comprehensive sanc-7

tions by the United States. 8

(j) REPORT TO CONGRESS AND WITHHOLDING.— 9

SEC. 7031. (a) LIMITATION ON DIRECT GOVERN-20

MENT-TO-GOVERNMENT ASSISTANCE.— 21

(1) REQUIREMENTS.—Funds appropriated by 22

this Act may be made available for direct govern-23

ment-to-government assistance only if— 24
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(A) the requirements included in section 1

7031(a)(1)(A) through (E) of the Department 2

of State, Foreign Operations, and Related Pro-3

grams Appropriations Act, 2019 (division F of 4

Public Law 116–6) are fully met; and 5

(B) the government of the recipient coun-6

try is taking steps to reduce corruption. 7

(2) CONSULTATION AND NOTIFICATION.—In 8

addition to the requirements in paragraph (1), funds 9

may only be made available for direct government- 10

to-government assistance subject to prior consulta-11

tion with, and the regular notification procedures of, 12

use of such assistance, unless the Administrator or 3

the Secretary reports to the Committees on Appro-4

priations that it is in the national interest of the 5

United States to continue such assistance, including 6

a justification, or that such misuse has been appro-7

priately addressed. 8

(4) SUBMISSION OF INFORMATION.—The Sec-9

retary of State shall submit to the Committees on 10

Appropriations, concurrent with the fiscal year 2026 11

congressional budget justification materials, amounts 12

planned for assistance described in paragraph (1) by 13

country, proposed funding amount, source of funds, 14

and type of assistance. 15

(5) DEBT SERVICE PAYMENT PROHIBITION.— 16

None of the funds made available by this Act may 17

be used by the government of any foreign country 18

for debt service payments owed by any country to 19

any international financial institution or to the Gov-20

ernment of the People’s Republic of China. 21

(B) Concurrent with the application of 14

the individual has applied for a visa. 4

(2) EXCEPTION.—Individuals shall not be ineli-5

gible for entry into the United States pursuant to 6

paragraph (1) if such entry would further important 7

United States law enforcement objectives or is nec-8

essary to permit the United States to fulfill its obli-9

gations under the United Nations Headquarters 10

Agreement: Provided, That nothing in paragraph (1) 11

shall be construed to derogate from United States 12

Government obligations under applicable inter-13

national agreements. 14

(3) WAIVER.—The Secretary may waive the ap-15

plication of paragraph (1) if the Secretary deter-16

mines that the waiver would serve a compelling na-17

tional interest or that the circumstances which 18

caused the individual to be ineligible have changed 19

sufficiently. 20

(4) REPORT.—Not later than 30 days after the 21

date of enactment of this Act, and every 90 days 22

thereafter until September 30, 2026, the Secretary 23

of State shall submit a report, including a classified 24

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committees and the Committees on the Judiciary de-1

scribing the information related to corruption or vio-2

lation of human rights concerning each of the indi-3

viduals found ineligible in the previous 12 months 4

pursuant to paragraph (1)(A) as well as the individ-5

uals who the Secretary designated or identified pur-6

suant to paragraph (1)(B), or who would be ineli-7

gible but for the application of paragraph (2), a list 8

of any waivers provided under paragraph (3), and 9

the justification for each waiver. 10

(5) POSTING OF REPORT.—Any unclassified 11

portion of the report required under paragraph (4) 12

shall be posted on the Department of State website. 13

(6) CLARIFICATION.—For purposes of para-14

graphs (1), (4), and (5), the records of the Depart-15

ment of State and of diplomatic and consular offices 16

of the United States pertaining to the issuance or 17

refusal of visas or permits to enter the United 18

States shall not be considered confidential. 19

(d) EXTRACTION OF NATURAL RESOURCES.— 20

(1) ASSISTANCE.—Funds appropriated by this 21

Act shall be made available to promote and support 22

transparency and accountability of expenditures and 23

revenues related to the extraction of natural re-24

sources, including by strengthening implementation 25
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and monitoring of the Extractive Industries Trans-1

parency Initiative, implementing and enforcing sec-2

tion 8204 of the Food, Conservation, and Energy 3

Act of 2008 (Public Law 110–246; 122 Stat. 2052) 4

and the amendments made by such section, and to 5

prevent the sale of conflict minerals, and for tech-6

nical assistance to promote independent audit mech-7

anisms and support civil society participation in nat-8

ural resource management. 9

(2) PROHIBITION.—None of the funds appro-10

priated by this Act under title III may be made 11

available to support mining activities related to the 12

extraction of minerals until the Secretary of State 13

certifies and reports to the appropriate congressional 14

committees that comparable mining activities are 15

permitted in areas in the United States which were 16

allowable prior to 2023: Provided, That the restric-17

tion in this paragraph shall not apply to United 18

States entities. 19

(3) PUBLIC DISCLOSURE AND INDEPENDENT 20

AUDITS.— 21

(A) The Secretary of the Treasury shall in-22

struct the executive director of each inter-23

national financial institution to use the voice 24

and vote of the United States to oppose any as-25
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sistance by such institutions (including any 1

loan, credit, grant, or guarantee) to any coun-2

try for the extraction and export of a natural 3

resource if the government of such country has 4

in place laws, regulations, or procedures to pre-5

vent or limit the public disclosure of company 6

payments as required by United States law, and 7

unless such government has adopted laws, regu-8

lations, or procedures in the sector in which as-9

sistance is being considered that: (1) accurately 10

account for and publicly disclose payments to 11

the government by companies involved in the 12

extraction and export of natural resources; (2) 13

include independent auditing of accounts receiv-14

ing such payments and the public disclosure of 15

such audits; and (3) require public disclosure of 16

agreement and bidding documents, as appro-17

priate. 18

(B) The requirements of subparagraph (A) 19

shall not apply to assistance for the purpose of 20

building the capacity of such government to 21

meet the requirements of such subparagraph. 22

DEMOCRACY PROGRAMS 23

SEC. 7032. (a) FUNDING.—Of the funds appro-24

priated by this Act under the headings ‘‘Development As-25
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sistance’’, ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, ‘‘Democracy 1

Fund’’, ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and Central 2

Asia’’, and ‘‘International Narcotics Control and Law En-3

forcement’’, $2,900,000,000 shall be made available for 4

democracy programs. 5

(b) AUTHORITIES.— 6

(1) AVAILABILITY.—Funds made available by 7

this Act for democracy programs pursuant to sub-8

section (a) and under the heading ‘‘National Endow-9

ment for Democracy’’ may be made available not-10

withstanding any other provision of law, and with 11

regard to the National Endowment for Democracy 12

(NED), any regulation. 13

(2) BENEFICIARIES.—Funds made available by 14

this Act for the NED are made available pursuant 15

to the authority of the National Endowment for De-16

mocracy Act (title V of Public Law 98–164), includ-17

ing all decisions regarding the selection of bene-18

ficiaries. 19

(c) DEFINITION OF DEMOCRACY PROGRAMS.—For 20

purposes of funds appropriated by this Act, the term ‘‘de-21

mocracy programs’’ means programs that support good 22

governance, credible and competitive elections, freedom of 23

expression, association, assembly, and religion, human 24

rights, labor rights, independent media, and the rule of 25
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law, and that otherwise strengthen the capacity of demo-1

cratic political parties, governments, nongovernmental or-2

ganizations and institutions, and citizens to support the 3

development of democratic states and institutions that are 4

responsive and accountable to citizens. 5

(d) PROGRAM PRIORITIZATION.—Funds made avail-6

able pursuant to subsection (a) to strengthen ministries 7

and agencies should be prioritized in countries that dem-8

onstrate a strong commitment to the separation of powers, 9

checks and balances, the rule of law, and credible electoral 10

processes. 11

(e) RESTRICTIONS ON FOREIGN GOVERNMENT IN-12

TERFERENCE.— 13

(1) PRIOR APPROVAL.—With respect to the pro-14

vision of assistance for democracy programs in this 15

Act, the organizations implementing such assistance, 16

the specific nature of the assistance, and the partici-17

pants in such programs shall not be subject to prior 18

approval by the government of any foreign country. 19

(2) DISCLOSURE OF IMPLEMENTING PARTNER 20

INFORMATION.—If the Secretary of State, in con-21

sultation with the Administrator of the United 22

States Agency for International Development, deter-23

mines that the government of the country is un-24

democratic or has engaged in or condoned harass-25
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ment, threats, or attacks against organizations im-1

plementing democracy programs, any new bilateral 2

agreement governing the terms and conditions under 3

which assistance is provided to such country shall 4

not require the disclosure of the names of imple-5

menting partners of democracy programs, and the 6

Secretary of State and the USAID Administrator 7

shall expeditiously seek to negotiate amendments to 8

existing bilateral agreements, as necessary, to con-9

form to this requirement. 10

ical competition and consensus building programs abroad 13

with funds appropriated by this Act in a manner that rec-14

ognizes the unique benefits of grants and cooperative 15

agreements in implementing such programs.

grams: Provided, That funds made available by this 4

Act under the headings ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’ 5

and ‘‘Democracy Fund’’ pursuant to this section 6

shall be the responsibility of the Ambassador-at- 7

sultation with other relevant United States Govern-9

ment officials, and shall be subject to prior consulta-10

tion with the Committees on Appropriations. 11

(2) Funds appropriated by this Act under the 12

headings ‘‘International Disaster Assistance’’ and 13

‘‘Migration and Refugee Assistance’’ shall be made 14

available for humanitarian assistance for vulnerable 15

and persecuted ethnic and religious minorities.

(d) DESIGNATION OF NON-STATE ACTORS.—Section 24

7033(e) of the Department of State, Foreign Operations, 25
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and Related Programs Appropriations Act, 2017 (division 1

J of Public Law 115–31) shall continue in effect during 2

fiscal year 2025. 3

SPECIAL PROVISIONS 4

SEC. 7034. (a) VICTIMS OF WAR, DISPLACED CHIL-5

DREN, AND DISPLACED BURMESE.—Funds appropriated 6

in title III of this Act that are made available for victims 7

of war, displaced children, displaced Burmese, and to com-8

bat trafficking in persons and assist victims of such traf-9

ficking may be made available notwithstanding any other 10

provision of law.

and Training Act of 1983 (22 U.S.C. 4501 et seq.). 19

thropic foundations, up to $50,000,000 may remain 10

available until September 30, 2026: Provided, That 11

funds made available pursuant to this paragraph 12

may only be made available following prior consulta-13

tion with, and the regular notification procedures of, 14

the Committees on Appropriations. 15

(4) INNOVATION.—The USAID Administrator 16

may use funds appropriated by this Act under title 17

III to make innovation incentive awards in accord-18

ance with the terms and conditions of section 19

7034(e)(4) of the Department of State, Foreign Op-20

erations, and Related Programs Appropriations Act, 21

2019 (division F of Public Law 116–6), except that 22

each individual award may not exceed $500,000.

Funds made available under titles III and IV of this 7

I and chapters 4 and 6 of part II of the Foreign As-9

sistance Act of 1961, may be used, notwithstanding 10

(3) COMMERCIAL LEASING OF DEFENSE ARTI-12

CLES.—Notwithstanding any other provision of law, 13

and subject to the regular notification procedures of 14

the Committees on Appropriations, the authority of 15

section 23(a) of the Arms Export Control Act (22 16

U.S.C. 2763) may be used to provide financing to 17

(b) USES OF FUNDS.—Funds made available pursu-22

ant to subsection (a) shall be made available to support— 23

(1) efforts to stop the flow of fentanyl, fentanyl 24

precursors, and other synthetic drugs and their pre-25
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cursor materials to the United States from and 1

through the People’s Republic of China (PRC), Mex-2

ico, and other countries; 3

(2) law enforcement cooperation and capacity 4

building efforts aimed at disrupting and dismantling 5

transnational criminal organizations involved in the 6

production and trafficking of fentanyl, fentanyl pre-7

cursors, and other synthetic drugs; 8

(3) implementation of the Fighting Emerging 9

Narcotics Through Additional Nations to Yield Last-10

ing Results Act (part 7 of subtitle C of the James 11

M. Inhofe National Defense Authorization Act for 12

Fiscal Year 2023, Public Law 117–263); and 13

(4) engagement, including through multilateral 14

organizations and frameworks, to catalyze collective 15

action to address the public health and security 16

threats posed by fentanyl, fentanyl precursors, and 17

other synthetic drugs, including through the Global 18

Coalition to Address Synthetic Drug Threats. 19

(c) REPORTS.— 20

(1) The Secretary of State shall, in consultation 21

with the heads of other relevant Federal agencies 22

and not later than 90 days after the date of enact-23

ment of this Act, submit a report to the appropriate 24

congressional committees detailing and assessing the 25
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cooperation of the PRC in countering the flow of 1

fentanyl, fentanyl precursors, and other synthetic 2

drugs, and describing actions taken by the United 3

States in coordination with other countries to engage 4

the PRC on taking concrete and measurable steps to 5

stop the flow of fentanyl, fentanyl precursors, and 6

other synthetic drugs from the PRC to other coun-7

tries: Provided, That such report shall be updated 8

and resubmitted quarterly thereafter until Sep-9

tember 30, 2026.

PALESTINIAN STATEHOOD 18

SEC. 7037. (a) LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE.—None 19

of the funds appropriated under titles III through VI of 20

this Act may be provided to support a Palestinian state 21

unless the Secretary of State determines and certifies to 22

the appropriate congressional committees that— 23

(1) the governing entity of a new Palestinian 24

state— 25
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(A) has demonstrated a firm commitment 1

to peaceful co-existence with the State of Israel; 2

and 3

(B) is taking appropriate measures to 4

counter terrorism and terrorist financing in the 5

West Bank and Gaza, including the dismantling 6

of terrorist infrastructures, and is cooperating 7

with appropriate Israeli and other appropriate 8

security organizations; and 9

(2) the Palestinian Authority (or the governing 10

entity of a new Palestinian state) is working with 11

other countries in the region to vigorously pursue ef-12

forts to establish a just, lasting, and comprehensive 13

peace in the Middle East that will enable Israel and 14

an independent Palestinian state to exist within the 15

context of full and normal relationships, which 16

should include— 17

(A) termination of all claims or states of 18

belligerency; 19

(B) respect for and acknowledgment of the 20

sovereignty, territorial integrity, and political 21

independence of every state in the area through 22

measures including the establishment of demili-23

tarized zones; 24
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(C) their right to live in peace within se-1

cure and recognized boundaries free from 2

threats or acts of force; 3

(D) freedom of navigation through inter-4

national waterways in the area; and 5

(E) a framework for achieving a just set-6

tlement of the refugee problem. 7

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-8

gress that the governing entity should enact a constitution 9

assuring the rule of law, an independent judiciary, and 10

respect for human rights for its citizens, and should enact 11

other laws and regulations assuring transparent and ac-12

countable governance. 13

(c) WAIVER.—The President may waive subsection 14

(a) if the President determines that it is important to the 15

national security interest of the United States to do so. 16

(d) EXEMPTION.—The restriction in subsection (a) 17

shall not apply to assistance intended to help reform the 18

Palestinian Authority and affiliated institutions, or the 19

governing entity, in order to help meet the requirements 20

of subsection (a), consistent with the provisions of section 21

7040 of this Act (‘‘Limitation on Assistance for the Pales-22

tinian Authority’’). 23
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PROHIBITION ON ASSISTANCE TO THE PALESTINIAN 1

BROADCASTING CORPORATION 2

SEC. 7038. None of the funds appropriated or other-3

wise made available by this Act may be used to provide 4

equipment, technical support, consulting services, or any 5

other form of assistance to the Palestinian Broadcasting 6

Corporation. 7

OVERSIGHT REQUIREMENTS FOR THE WEST BANK AND 8

GAZA 9

SEC. 7039. (a) OVERSIGHT.—For fiscal year 2025, 10

30 days prior to the initial obligation of funds for the bi-11

lateral West Bank and Gaza Program, the Secretary of 12

State shall certify to the Committees on Appropriations 13

that procedures have been established to assure the Comp-14

troller General of the United States will have access to 15

appropriate United States financial information in order 16

to review the uses of United States assistance for the Pro-17

gram funded under the heading ‘‘Economic Support 18

Fund’’ for the West Bank and Gaza. 19

(b) VETTING.—Prior to the obligation of funds ap-20

propriated by this Act under the heading ‘‘Economic Sup-21

port Fund’’ for assistance for the West Bank and Gaza, 22

the Secretary of State shall take all appropriate steps to 23

ensure that such assistance is not provided to or through 24

any individual, private or government entity, or edu-25
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cational institution that the Secretary knows or has reason 1

to believe advocates, plans, sponsors, engages in, or has 2

engaged in, terrorist activity nor, with respect to private 3

entities or educational institutions, those that have as a 4

principal officer of the entity’s governing board or gov-5

erning board of trustees any individual that has been de-6

termined to be involved in, or advocating terrorist activity 7

or determined to be a member of a designated foreign ter-8

rorist organization: Provided, That the Secretary of State 9

shall, as appropriate, establish procedures specifying the 10

steps to be taken in carrying out this subsection and shall 11

terminate assistance to any individual, entity, or edu-12

cational institution which the Secretary has determined to 13

be involved in or advocating terrorist activity. 14

(c) PROHIBITION.— 15

(1) RECOGNITION OF ACTS OF TERRORISM.— 16

None of the funds appropriated under titles III 17

through VI of this Act for assistance under the West 18

Bank and Gaza Program may be made available 19

for— 20

(A) the purpose of recognizing or otherwise 21

honoring individuals who commit, or have com-22

mitted acts of terrorism; and 23

(B) any educational institution located in 24

the West Bank or Gaza that is named after an 25
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individual who the Secretary of State deter-1

mines has committed an act of terrorism. 2

(2) SECURITY ASSISTANCE AND REPORTING RE-3

QUIREMENT.—Notwithstanding any other provision 4

of law, none of the funds made available by this or 5

prior appropriations Acts, including funds made 6

available by transfer, may be made available for obli-7

gation for security assistance for the West Bank and 8

Gaza until the Secretary of State reports to the 9

Committees on Appropriations on— 10

(A) the benchmarks that have been estab-11

lished for security assistance for the West Bank 12

and Gaza and on the extent of Palestinian com-13

pliance with such benchmarks; and 14

(B) the steps being taken by the Pales-15

tinian Authority to end torture and other cruel, 16

inhuman, and degrading treatment of detainees, 17

including by bringing to justice members of 18

Palestinian security forces who commit such 19

crimes. 20

(d) OVERSIGHT BY THE UNITED STATES AGENCY 21

FOR INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENT.— 22

(1) The Administrator of the United States 23

Agency for International Development shall ensure 24

that Federal or non-Federal audits of all contractors 25
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and grantees, and significant subcontractors and 1

sub-grantees, under the West Bank and Gaza Pro-2

gram, are conducted at least on an annual basis to 3

ensure, among other things, compliance with this 4

section. 5

(2) Of the funds appropriated by this Act, up 6

to $1,400,000 may be used by the Office of Inspec-7

tor General of the United States Agency for Inter-8

national Development for audits, investigations, and 9

other activities in furtherance of the requirements of 10

this subsection: Provided, That such funds are in ad-11

dition to funds otherwise available for such pur-12

poses. 13

(e) COMPTROLLER GENERAL OF THE UNITED 14

STATES AUDIT.—Subsequent to the certification specified 15

in subsection (a), the Comptroller General of the United 16

States shall conduct an audit and an investigation of the 17

treatment, handling, and uses of all funds for the bilateral 18

West Bank and Gaza Program, including all funds pro-19

vided as cash transfer assistance, in fiscal year 2025 20

under the heading ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, and such 21

audit shall address— 22

(1) the extent to which such Program complies 23

with the requirements of subsections (b) and (c); 24

and 25
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(2) an examination of all programs, projects, 1

and activities carried out under such Program, in-2

cluding both obligations and expenditures. 3

(f) NOTIFICATION PROCEDURES.—Funds made 4

available in this Act for West Bank and Gaza shall be 5

subject to the regular notification procedures of the Com-6

mittees on Appropriations. 7

LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE FOR THE PALESTINIAN 8

AUTHORITY 9

SEC. 7040. (a) PROHIBITION OF FUNDS.—None of 10

the funds appropriated by this Act to carry out the provi-11

sions of chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assistance 12

Act of 1961 may be obligated or expended with respect 13

to providing funds to the Palestinian Authority. 14

(b) WAIVER.—The prohibition included in subsection 15

(a) shall not apply if the President certifies in writing to 16

the Speaker of the House of Representatives, the Presi-17

dent pro tempore of the Senate, and the Committees on 18

Appropriations that waiving such prohibition is important 19

to the national security interest of the United States. 20

(c) PERIOD OF APPLICATION OF WAIVER.—Any 21

waiver pursuant to subsection (b) shall be effective for no 22

more than a period of 6 months at a time and shall not 23

apply beyond 12 months after the enactment of this Act. 24
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(d) REPORT.—Whenever the waiver authority pursu-1

ant to subsection (b) is exercised, the President shall sub-2

mit a report to the Committees on Appropriations detail-3

ing the justification for the waiver, the purposes for which 4

the funds will be spent, and the accounting procedures in 5

place to ensure that the funds are properly disbursed: Pro-6

vided, That the report shall also detail the steps the Pales-7

tinian Authority has taken to arrest terrorists, confiscate 8

weapons and dismantle the terrorist infrastructure. 9

(e) CERTIFICATION.—If the President exercises the 10

waiver authority under subsection (b), the Secretary of 11

State must certify and report to the Committees on Ap-12

propriations prior to the obligation of funds that the Pal-13

estinian Authority has established a single treasury ac-14

count for all Palestinian Authority financing and all fi-15

nancing mechanisms flow through this account, no parallel 16

financing mechanisms exist outside of the Palestinian Au-17

thority treasury account, and there is a single comprehen-18

sive civil service roster and payroll, and the Palestinian 19

Authority is acting to counter incitement of violence 20

against Israelis and is supporting activities aimed at pro-21

moting peace, coexistence, and security cooperation with 22

Israel. 23

(f) PROHIBITION TO HAMAS AND THE PALESTINE 24

LIBERATION ORGANIZATION.— 25
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(1) None of the funds appropriated in titles III 1

through VI of this Act may be obligated for salaries 2

of personnel of the Palestinian Authority located in 3

Gaza or may be obligated or expended for assistance 4

to Hamas or any entity effectively controlled by 5

Hamas, any power-sharing government of which 6

Hamas is a member, or that results from an agree-7

ment with Hamas and over which Hamas exercises 8

undue influence. 9

(2) Notwithstanding the limitation of paragraph 10

(1), assistance may be provided to a power-sharing 11

government only if the President certifies and re-12

ports to the Committees on Appropriations that such 13

government, including all of its ministers or such 14

equivalent, has publicly accepted and is complying 15

with the principles contained in section 16

620K(b)(1)(A) and (B) of the Foreign Assistance 17

Act of 1961, as amended. 18

(3) The President may exercise the authority in 19

section 620K(e) of the Foreign Assistance Act of 20

(C) for the Welcome Corps or any suc-10

cessor programs.

(3) Of the funds appropriated by this Act under 12

the heading ‘‘Diplomatic Programs’’ and made avail-13

able for the Office of the Secretary, 15 percent shall 14

be withheld from obligation until the Secretary of 15

available for assistance for Gaza, and every 90 days there-10

after until all such funds are expended, the Secretary of 11

to the appropriate congressional committees a report de-13

tailing the amount and purpose of such assistance pro-14

vided during each respective quarter, including a descrip-15

tion of the specific entity implementing such assistance. 16

(b) None of the funds appropriated or otherwise 20

made available by this Act may be used to carry out any 21

program, project, or activity that teaches or trains any 22

idea or concept that condones an individual being discrimi-23

nated against or receiving adverse or beneficial treatment 24

based on race or sex, that condones an individual feeling 25
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discomfort, guilt, anguish, or any other form of psycho-1

logical distress on account of that individual’s race or sex, 2

as well as any idea or concept that regards one race as 3

inherently superior to another race, the United States or 4

its institutions as being systemically racist or sexist, an 5

individual as being inherently racist, sexist, or oppressive 6

by virtue of that individual’s race or sex, an individual’s 7

moral character as being necessarily determined by race 8

or sex, an individual as bearing responsibility for actions 9

committed in the past by other members of the same race 10

or sex, or meritocracy being racist, sexist, or having been 11

created by a particular race to oppress another race. 12

(c) None of the funds appropriated or otherwise made 13

available by this Act may be made available to implement, 14

administer, apply, enforce, or carry out Executive Order 15

or Executive Order 14091 of February 16, 2023 (88 Fed. 18

(d) None of the funds made available by this Act or 20

any other Act shall be used or transferred to another Fed-21

eral Agency, board, or commission to fund any domestic 22

or international non-governmental organization or any 23

other program, organization, or association coordinated or 24

operated by such non-governmental organization that ei-25
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ther offers counseling regarding sex change surgeries, pro-1

motes sex change surgeries for any reason as an option, 2

conducts or subsidizes sex change surgeries, promotes the 3

use of medications or other substances to halt the onset 4

of puberty or sexual development of minors, or otherwise 5

promotes transgenderism.

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used to implement, administer, or enforce any COVID– 1

19 mask or vaccine mandates, including for individuals 2

traveling outside of the United States. 3

(g) None of the funds made available by this Act may 4

be used for diversity, equity and inclusion initiatives, 5

training, programs, offices, officers, policies, or other exec-6

utive agency functions. 7
